Linking / Unlinking 2 / 4 RAR

When the 4th battalion was linked with 2 RAR to form 2 / 4 RAR the 2 RAR unit tune since 1947 was Ringo (“The Apple Song” is a Japanese folk song).  Newman and Larner wrote the tune “Ringobrackie” for 2/4 RAR.  When the unit was unlinked 2 RAR Pipe Major wrote the pipe march “Back in Black” for 2 RAR, a reference to their lanyard colour.
